The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, September 11th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Chairman, Curtis Jones, called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag. Mr. Jones expressed his appreciation to residents for the cards, calls and prayers received while he was out for surgery.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried to adopt the minutes of the August 14th Board of Supervisors meeting as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $675.00 in August for Sanitation fees. 

ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 17 building, 2 driveway, 

14 occupancy, 2 extension and 2 demolition permits during August. Ms. Jackson also advised of the following:

· Zoning Hearing Application received from Robert Amis requesting variance from front and side yard setbacks.

· Letter received from DEP pertaining to the replacing of a pipe for Chester Water Authority.

TAXES: It was noted that Tax Collector, Ms. Coates turned in $634.72 in Real Estate tax for the month of August.

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following August road crew activities:

· Cleaned Park.

· Mowed road banks.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Installed inlet boxes, finished side gutters and swept Sleepy Hollow Rd.

· Clean off inlet box tops on various roads.

· Raised existing inlet box on Sleepy Hollow Rd.

· Rolled Sleepy Hollow and Brown Rds.

· Continue work on and prepared Sleepy Hollow and Brown Rds for paving.

· Paved Sleepy Hollow and Brown Rds.

· Replaced signs on Sleepy Hollow Rd.

· Graded, rolled and worked on sidegutters on Pine Grove Rd.

· Began back filling Sleepy Hollow Rd.

Mr. Emling indicated that he was waiting for the line painting to be completed prior to back filling Sleepy Hollow Rd. There has been delay in getting the lines painted due to a problem with the company that received the County contract for this work. We are currently working with the 2nd county bidder on having the work completed.

Mr. Emling also expressed his appreciation to the residents for their patience and understanding during this construction project. He further acknowledged the road crew for the wonderful job they did and they effort they have applied in completing this project. It was noted that this project has taken approximately 1 year from the date the Board authorized Mr. Emling to obtain figures for this work to submit to the State to the project being completed. 

Mr. Jones also advised of an accident that occurred on the Pine Grove Rd bridge today which caused such structural damage that the bridge had to be closed. While this is a state bridge that was planned to be closed for repairs starting September 17th, the structure was closed following the accident and will remain closed until the State completes all repairs.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 6246 through 6282 in the amount of $39,361.94, Road Takeback checks 1023 through 1026 in the amount of $394,468.11 and State Fund checks 1721 through 1722 in the amount of $ 6,063.21.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public participation with no response. 

PENSION PLAN: Motion made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to continue the Townships participation in the State Sponsored Pension Plan. 

MEETING DATES FOR 2008: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried approving the following meeting dates for 2008: January 7th, February 12th, March 11th, April 8th, May 13th, June 10th, July 8th, August 12th, September 9th, October 14th, November 11th, and December 9th. 

CENSUS 2010: Following a brief discussion of the paperwork and time involved with ensuring the accuracy of the information received from the Census Bureau, motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried authorized an hourly wage for Ms. Coates of $10.00 per hour for her work on the Census. The motion also included authorization to have either the Township Planning Commission or Zoning Hearing Board secretary assist in the process at the same hourly wage. 

SECURITY CAMERA SYSTEM: Mr. Culler advised that he had additional research on the security camera system. He has confirmed that the Township should go with a DVR system instead of the VHS system as previously discussed. He also stated that the camera at the Park could be installed on the restroom/storage facility and still provide coverage of the areas necessary. However, a few trees would need to be trimmed in order to receive optimum coverage. The cost of the package currently being presented is approximately $2,500.00. Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried authorizing the purchase and installation of the security systems at both the Township Park and Municipal Building.

RESOLUTION #5-07: Municipal Building Use Agreement – Following a review of the proposed resolution stating the terms and conditions for the use of the municipal building, motion was made Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried adopting the resolution as presented. The resolution shall become effective once the following items have been rectified: The handle/lock on the door from the meeting room to the lunch room be changed so that the door can be locked, a control box is placed on the heating/ac control unit in the meeting room and a key drop box is purchased.

DELINQUENT ENGINEERING FEE: The Board was advised of a delinquent engineering fee by Robert Childress in the amount of $100.00 which was billed on April 4th.  Due to his currently having an opening building permit, motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to have the Zoning Officer withhold the occupancy permit on his current project until this fee is paid.

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried adopting the minutes of the August 28th meeting as printed. 


Miquel Buitron: Craig Williams of Strausser Surveying presented the plan seeking plan approval, approval for the signing of the Sewage Facilities Module and a waiver of the 3 meeting delay. Following a review and discussion of the plan, motion was made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing all requests. 


Roy Sensenig: Craig Williams of Strausser Surveying presented the minor plan seeking plan approval, approval for the signing of the Sewage Facilities Module, a waiver of the 3 meeting delay and authorization for staff approval.  Following a discussion and review of the plan, motion was made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried authorizing all requests.

RELEASE OF CREDIT: The release of escrow requests of David Dunmire and Nathan and Amy Galbreath were both reviewed. Ms. Jackson advised that on the Galbreath request, everything had been complied with but the seeding requirement at this time and this work has been scheduled. She requested that a release of all but $300 be approved for them at this time and that the remaining funds be authorized for release once the seeding is completed. Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Culler and carried authorizing the full release for Mr. Dunmire and a partial release as indicated by Ms. Jackson for the Galbreath’s along with the final release for the Galbreath’s based on Ms. Jackson’s recommendation. 

STATEMENT OF ZONING OFFICER: Zoning Officer. Ms. Jackson requested to read the following statement into the record. “ I would like to take this opportunity to thank those members of the Board of Supervisors, co-workers, residents, family and friends who supported me during the recent UCC Appeal Process. I do understand that with my job there will always be areas of conflict, but the unnecessary and untrue personal attacks were difficult to swallow. I remained quiet during these slanderous comments, messages and letters in order to prevent inflaming the issue. This in no way means they were accurate or true. So again, that you to those who encouraged me to push forward and hold strong. Your support was and is greatly appreciated.” 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.  Motion made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing the Secretary/Treasurer to attend an Excel training session in November. It was also noted that a budget workshop would be held following the October meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:04 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Culler, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adjourn the meeting.
